Re: Covid 19 – PARKING AND MOBILITY CRISIS 

 

Dear Colleagues, 

 
the current situation of extreme difficulty at the national and international levels is affecting all aspects 

of our daily lives. In the present situation we are unable to predict the size of the emergency situation 

both in terms of human lives and economic and financial difficulties; we do know however that it is a 

situation that will clearly mark a before and an after turning point. 

 
Certainly, this situation is having a direct influence on mobility across our countries and a consequent 

radical reduction of our citizens' activities. The substantial change in the citizen’s habits and behaviour 

reflects on our professional activities as "containment" strategies condition our businesses - we need 

to be able to understand what is happening around us. 

 
We are receiving confirmations from members of a substantial reduction in activity and consequently 

of serious operational risks.  All over Europe in our business sector different operative contracts are in 

use: (concessions, services, rentals, on-street, off-street, etc.) and the Board of EPA has had an 

emergency meeting to discuss what is happening in our different countries, as you can see in the 

attached brief overview. Three national associations, the Belgian, German and Italian have prepared 

letters to the institutions or press releases (that are attached for your information as well with 

translations in English).  

I ask you to provide us answers to the following questions, so that we can monitor a situation at a 

national and European level: 

 
1. What is the general situation in the majority of cities in your country (who is doing what)?  

2. Have you had indications of the mitigation or suspension of tax or fiscal obligations?  

3. What are the trends in the demand reduction and consequently a possible forecast in revenue loss?  

4. What is the occupational situation of the employees?   

 
This information from your replies will be particularly useful for establishing a general scenario 

enabling us to make requests and/or send information to the EU institutions for any possible support 

to our sector. The association will continue monitoring the situation and keep you informed, even 

organising webinars, so that we can act as far as possible in a coordinated way. 
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The situation is completely unpredictable, this strong shock to our systems will require a strong 

response to resume the journey, and the proposals in the EPA Position Paper are waiting for us. 

 
I wish you all, your dear ones and your colleagues the very best; take care and remember that we are 

a big, strong and dynamic community and we are used to overcoming difficulties.

English Translation of the Letter of the Belgian Parking Federation from March 17, 2020

Brussels, 17. March 2020

Madam Prime Minister,

Ministers of the Federal Government, Ministers-Presidents and

Ministers of regional governments

The Belgian Parking Federation (FBS), which brings together companies that operate on- and off-

street parking lots in Belgium, is very concerned about the crisis caused by the coronavirus in our 

country. It fully supports the measures which have been taken at the various levels of power in order 

to limit the spread of the coronavirus as much as possible.

Both the Belgian Parking Federation and the member companies are doing everything in their power 

to in turn fight the spread of the virus.

The car parks are managed as far as possible remotely, via control rooms, with intervention teams 

who are ready to act if necessary. To limit human contact with cash to the strict minimum, users are 

systematically directed to electronic payments, both for street parking and off-street mode.

Now that the population has been invited to stay at home as much as possible and to work from their

home, that the shops have been closed and that economic activity is practically at a standstill, the car

parks are almost empty.

It is already clear that this crisis has hit our sector particularly hard and that we believe that this 

situation should continue for at least two months. The financial consequences of the reduction in 

activities are already being felt and that is why we are going to invoke the concept of "force majeure"

right now. The authorization to resort to technical and economic unemployment for our staff, which 

our companies will have to resolve due to the reduction in their activities, will certainly not be 

sufficient to compensate for foreseeable financial losses.

We therefore dare to ask you to confirm our conviction that we can invoke force majeure in other 

areas and to also take measures in favor of our companies, in order to allow them to cope financially 

with this crisis situation.

We are thinking in particular of the authorization to postpone payments of social security 

contributions, to postpone VAT and ONSS payments for the quarters during which it will have its 

impact, and to authorize a temporary suspension of our financial obligations contractual vis-à-vis 

public authorities (for example in the context of concessions).

Madam Prime Minister, Ladies and Gentlemen, Ministers of the Federal Government and of the 

Regional Governments, we are eager to bring you our help in the fight against the spread of the 

coronavirus. We are open to any constructive suggestions in this regard. At the same time, however, 

we kindly ask you to consider our concerns. We believe that we must guarantee the viability of our 

businesses, which already in the very short term will be hit hard by this crisis.

We are also at your disposal for a discussion relating to all of this issues.

English Translation of the Letter of AIPARK from March 30, 2020 

 

 

Rome, 30th March 2020 

 

Letter to The Prime Minister, The Minister of Finance, The Minister of Transport, The President of the 

National Association of Local Administrations. 

 

AIPARK, the Italian Association of Parking and Mobility Operators, represents the most important 

operators in the sector at the national, public and private level. Our sector is professionally 

competent in both managing on and off-street parking facilities, as are the suppliers in our service 

chain, a sector that involves, directly and indirectly, more than 300,000 employees. We wish to 

represent the following in the name and on behalf of our associates.  

Companies in our industrial sector suddenly found themselves facing the enormous social and 

economic impact of the crisis caused by the Coronavirus pandemic, but are active with a great sense 

of civil responsibility. Aware of the essential role of a strategic sector such as the Transport sector, in 

which our business is part of, we confirm our commitment to ensure the service, keeping parking 

infrastructures and support systems accessible and functioning in full compliance with the 

framework of the measures issued by government. This includes the adoption of suitable measures 

to guarantee the safety of people, in compliance with the Safety Protocol of March 14. The single 

service contract obligations are however subject to specific indications issued by Authorities and 

granting bodies (Regions, Municipalities, ENAC, hospital companies, Port Authorities, etc.) and not a 

decision of the single operator. 

In the current context characterized by the existence of measures for social distancing, with the 

population observing the obligation to stay at home if not for needs of strict necessity, and by the 

substantial lock down of industrial, commercial and service activities, we emphasize the heavy crisis 

situation that has arisen in our sector. The drastic and sudden contraction in the volume of activities, 

directly related to the sudden reduction in vehicular traffic and transport services, recorded a drop in 

the utilization coefficients of parking structures and parking areas and the consequent revenues, 

with decreases of over 90 % on average compared to the same period of the previous year, and a 

further contraction trend in the last 2 weeks.  

Considering the nature of our service sector, revenues mainly contribute to covering operating costs, 

as well as ensuring the reimbursement of capital invested for investments, no less important as many 

of the activities are covered by debt. The parking companies, of which the majority are either 

operating with concessions or service contracts with Public Administrations, are suffering and are 

exposed to the risk of economic and financial collapse. The detrimental effects that could derive 

from the payment of the salaries of the employees and - to strive - the protection of the jobs, the 

payment of the rents, operating fee obligations, maintaining the assets and security all provided for 

by the existing agreements and the tariff capacity, are evident. 

The sanitary nature of the emergency and its methods of spreading suggests that the easing of the 

restrictive measures, when the conditions for overcoming the acute phase will be achieved, will not 

be sufficient to guarantee - in the short term - normalization of the activities. At present, the 

scenarios that companies are referring, based on the information available, simulate a gradual and 

progressive recovery of activities beginning during the following month of June. Whilst subsequently 

relying on a recovery of the situation before the first half of 2021, a return to “normal” does not 

appear possible before the next 9-12 months. To cater for this situation, in addition to the right to 



access business support measures indicated in the Legislative Decree no. 18 of 17/03/2020, which we 

consider a first important signal from the Government, support needs to be extended to the entire 

period of the emergency.  This amount is insufficient to cope with the immediate liquidity losses 

generated by the disruption of the cash-payment dynamics, we ask that it be extended to all 

companies in the sector, independently of their size:  

• suspension of the payment of fees / contractual obligations for all car parks in structure and on the 

surface;  

• suspension of the payment of any tax, levy or debt, for various reasons for public administrations;  

• suspension of the payment of fees for the repayment of mortgages or loans;  

• the commitment by all the Administrations / entities granted to negotiate suitable measures for 

the rebalancing of concession contracts;  

• specific measures of access to credit, guaranteed by the State. 

Ours is a call to free up liquidity as a priority and instantly, in order to prevent this situation from 

producing irreversible consequences for businesses.  

Finally, we take this opportunity to offer full availability to receive requests for temporary different 

uses of the managed infrastructures, to integrate the support for the fight against the ongoing health 

emergency, which involves the whole country. 

Grateful for your attention that we are confident you will dedicated to our request, we send our 

most respectful greetings.

Der Bundesverband Parken fordert für Betreiber von Parkierungsanlagen staatliche Hilfe

Unsere Gesellschaft steht in der Bewältigung der durch die Ausbreitung des Coronavirus 

verursachten Krise vor einer der größten Herausforderungen ihrer Geschichte.  

 

In der Zeit des Gebots, größtmöglichen Abstand zu halten, leisten die Mitglieder des 

Bundesverbandes Parken als Betreiber der Stellplatzanlagen auf öffentlichem und vor allem auch 

privatem Grund einen unverzichtbaren Beitrag. Insbesondere für die vielen Bürgerinnen und Bürger 

in den systemrelevanten Berufen, Einrichtungen, Behörden und Betrieben. Der Individualverkehr ist 

für diese Menschen oftmals das sicherste Verkehrsmittel zur Vermeidung einer Infektion auf dem 

Weg zu ihrer Wirkungsstätte – und unsere Mitgliedsbetriebe stellen den Parkraum am Zielort zur 

Verfügung.  

 

Unsere Mitgliedsunternehmen erwirtschaften ihre Einnahmen überwiegend aus Parkentgelten von 

Besuchern unserer Städte und Kommunen, der Handels-, Gastronomie-, Gewerbe- und sonstigen 

Dienstleistungseinrichtungen. Sie leben auch von den Kunden der Bahnhöfe, Flughäfen, Messen und 

Hotels. 

 

Innerhalb der vergangenen Woche sind diese Einnahmen um mehr als 90 % zurückgegangen. 

 

Durch das Gewerbeverbot einzelner Branchen und die eingeschränkte Mobilität der Bürgerinnen und 

Bürger sind unsere Betreiber direkt und ganz unmittelbar von den Folgen der behördlichen Auflagen 

betroffen.  Unsere Mitgliedsbetriebe erbringen eine Dienstleistung, die nicht lagerfähig ist – sie 

verkaufen vielmehr Zeit auf einer Fläche. Nicht erwirtschaftete Einnahmen können also nicht 

aufgeholt und nachträglich realisiert werden.  

 

70% der Einnahmen, die in normalen Zeiten erzielt werden, wenden die Betreiber für Mieten und 

Pachten auf – das sind überwiegend fixe, monatliche Zahlungen. Die finanziellen privatrechtlichen 

Verpflichtungen aus den Gewerbemietverträgen für die Stellplatzanlagen übersteigen deutlich die 

aktuell noch erzielbaren Einnahmen aus Parkentgelten. Wenn unsere privaten und öffentlich-



rechtlichen Parkhausbetreiber keine Unterstützung erhalten, führt dies zwangsläufig zu Insolvenzen 

und in deren Folge zu Schließungen der Anlagen. Sobald dann aber die Corona-Krise abklingt – wann 

immer dieser Zeitpunkt kommen mag – und das öffentliche Leben wieder aufgenommen wird, 

stehen die Stellplätze dann nicht mehr zur Verfügung.  

 

Ein kleiner Teil der Einnahmen wird mit Dauerparkern erwirtschaftet. Damit sind die Betreiber in der 

Lage, die Kosten für Betrieb und Unterhalt der Stellplatzanlagen in Teilen zu decken. Viel kann und 

darf aber im Betrieb nicht gespart werden, da es sich zum Teil um sicherheitstechnische 

Einrichtungen handelt.  Die Personalkosten können die Betreiber dank der bereits eingeführten 

Kurzarbeiterregelugen anpassen bzw. reduzieren. Das hilft im ersten Schritt, stellt aber auch die 

Mitarbeiter und Mitarbeiterinnen vor große Herausforderungen. 

 

Sollten die Betreiber ihre Verpflichtungen aus Miet- und Pachtverträgen trotz massiver 

Einschränkung des öffentlichen Lebens leisten müssen, ist binnen weniger Wochen eine ganze 

Branche illiquide – und noch ein paar Tage später weite Teile davon insolvent. Dann wären die 

meisten Parkhäuser erst einmal geschlossen.

Cologne, 25 March 2020  

 

Securing stationary traffic despite the Corona crisis - up to 90% loss of sales - parking operators need 

direct help with rents and commercial leases  

 

The Federal Parking Association asks for a State aid for parking facility operators - in the form of 

direct financial aid / grants for rents and leases or - through legal security for rental and leasing 

reductions that are necessary for survival due to severe disturbance of public life. Our society faces 

one of the biggest challenges in its history in dealing with the crisis caused by the spread of the 

corona virus. At the time of the offer to keep the maximum distance possible, the members of the 

Bundesverband Parking make an indispensable contribution as managers of the parking system on 

public and, above all, private land. Especially for the many citizens in the professions, institutions, 

authorities and systemically important companies. For these people, individual transportation is 

often the safest form of transportation to avoid infection along the way to the workplace - and our 

member companies provide parking space at their destination.  

 

Our member companies generate their earnings mainly from the parking fees of visitors to our cities 

and municipalities, as well as from retail, catering, commercial and other facilities. They also serve 

customers of railway stations, airports, fairs and hotels. In the past week, these revenues have 

declined by more than 90%. Due to the ban on individual industries and the limited mobility of 

citizens, our operators are directly affected by the consequences of official requirements. Our 

member companies provide a service that cannot be stored, rather they sell time in a single space. 

Income that has not been generated cannot therefore be recovered and subsequently realized. 

 

70% of the income generated in normal periods is spent by operators on rents and leases - these are 

mostly fixed monthly payments. The financial obligations under private law resulting from 

commercial rental agreements for parking systems clearly exceed the revenue currently obtainable 

from the parking fees. If our public and private parking managers do not receive any support, this 

inevitably leads to bankruptcies and, consequently, to the closure of the structures. However, as 

soon as the Corona crisis subsides - whenever this time comes - and public life resumes, the parking 

lots will not be available anymore.  

 

A small part of the income is generated by parkers with season tickets in the long term. This allows 

the operator to partially cover the management and maintenance costs of the parking structures. 

Much cannot and should not be saved during operation, as some of them are safety-related devices. 

Operators can adapt or reduce staff costs thanks to the short-term employment rules that have 

already been introduced. This helps in the first step, but also presents great challenges for 

employees. If operators have to fulfill their obligations under lease and lease agreements despite 

enormous restrictions on public life, an entire sector is without resources within a few weeks - and 

many of them will be insolvent a few days later. So most of the parking lots would be closed for now. 

 

Bundesverband Parken e.V. it has over 200 private and municipal companies that manage over 1.1 

million parking spaces in over 3,200 properties across Germany. From a small parking lot with 30 

units in a pedestrian zone to huge garage systems with several tens of thousands of units in a large 



airport, they represent the complete diversity of the parking world. Public and private sector 

companies are represented in approximately equal parts. The portfolio of approximately 130 

extraordinary members is made up of service providers and suppliers with whom regular members 

work: manufacturers and suppliers of parking management systems, construction companies, 

engineering, design, architecture and consultancy offices, as well as start- up cope with mobility.
